As the GL1500ôs continue to age, we have found an increase in reports from customers 

that their bikes will not start. In many of these cases, the culprit has been a faulty neutral 

switch. This switch is located on the right side of the engine right behind the oil dipstick. 

Its job is to tell the bike when it is in neutral and safe to start. When it fails, the bike thinks 

it is in gear and will not start. So, if you have an aging GL1500 and find yourself in this 

situation, donôt forget to check this switch to make sure it is performing properly. 

The part, numbered 35600-MM5-003, is located on the Gearshift Fork of the microfiche.  

See the microfiche picture below. Cost will run you about the same as 500 rounds of .22 

LR 40gr Thunderbolts, or 50 rounds of .45 or .380 FMJ Blazer Brass or a single-wick

1. Check over your bike, tires, fluid levels, battery, brakes and lights. 

 

2. Disconnect the battery tender and hit the starter button. But there is 

more: 

 

3. The rest of the preparation has to do with attitude. Be alert and pay 

attention to what is going on around you. 

 

4. Watch for loose gravel and objects on the roads. Pot holes are bad this 

year. Don't tailgate. The car or truck in front of you will miss the pot hole 

but, chances are, you won't. Allow yourself enough space between 

you and the vehicle in front of you so that you can adjust and avoid 

hitting  them. 

 

5. The first couple of times out take it easy, after all it's been 5 or 6 months 

since you last rode. 

 

6. Be on the alert for the dreaded 4-wheelers. It's been a long time since they 

saw motorcycles on the highway and they are probably not looking for 

them. 

 

7. Look out for the inexperienced motorcycle rider. Since the price of gas is sky 

rocketing, more motorists will be looking for a cheaper ride. 

 

8. When you head out on the road this spring, be aware. Know what's 

going on around you and give yourself enough space to safely 

navigate around dangers.

Trek Ohio Guidelines 

  

What is Trek Ohio? 
 Trek Ohio was designed to encourage riding within the Ohio districtôs 5 sections and 
between chapters.  We asked each chapter to give us a ride destination in their area and, out of 
those destinations, the ADDôs chose 3 from each section.  The word ñtrekò comes from historyð
usually meaning a long, arduous journey.  Our ancestors trekked across Ohio on foot, on 
horseback and by wagon.  We will fly across it on our motorcycles and see many unusual and 
different things, visit places that we may not know existed or ever thought about before. 
 The rules and guidelines are simple.  For a small fee: $15.00, you will purchase a booklet 
with a list of locations that have been chosen for 2019.  The booklet also has a page in the back for 
you to lot your journeys.  This registration fee covers rider and one passenger.  The rider will 
receive a 2019 Trek Ohio t-shirt if they visit 10 of the 15 locations.  The passenger can purchase an 
additional t-shirt if they also visit 10 of the locations.  If you visit 12 of the 15 locations, your name 
will be entered into a drawing for $100.00.  This drawing will be done at the 2020 Cabin Fever. 
**Only the person registering the booklet is eligible for the $100.00 drawing.** 
 ***YOU NEED NOT BE PRESENT TO WIN*** 
 *** If you are not able to ride your motorcycle, please feel free to take your vehicle.** 

1.  Ride in the order of our choice. 
2.  When you reach a location, write the date and time in your booklet. 
3.  Take a selfie and post it to the Ohio Facebook page or the Ohio Website to promote Trek Ohio.  
This is not mandatory but will be fun to see who is riding and where. 
4.  When you have completed your Trek across Ohio and filled up your log, mail the booklet to the 
Ohio District Directors.  Our address is below. 
5.  Make sure that your log page is filled out completely and legibly. 
6.  You can also give your booklet to your Assistant District Director or Chapter Director to be 
turned in at the Fall Officersô Meeting. 
7. HAVE FUN!!! 
 
Booklets will be available at Cabin Fever and also Spring Officersô Meeting or you will be able to 
purchase them from any member of the District Team.  The contest runs from January 1, 2019 
through November 1, 2019.
